Steps for Success:

1. Complete IDEA form and meet with Mr. Blair.

2. Cut a piece of paper 19” x 26”.

3. Use rubber cement to attach the 19” x 26” paper to a piece of 19” x 26”  tag board.

4. Allow paper/tag board to dry.

5. Sketch with a pencil the lines and symbols that are on each flag.

6. Use a marker and/or sharpie to outline the flag lines and symbols.

7. Carefully use a light coating of bold paint to add coloration. Tempera paint works well for this project. You may use a marker, crayon, and or colored pencil combination. The emphasis is bold colors so the flag is easy to see when hanged. Using watercolors and/or colored pencils by themselves tend to make flags have a washed out appearance. 

8. Using a large index card print (using nice handwriting) the following information:

· Your Name

· Title and Number of Above & Beyond Project

· Western Hemisphere Country Chosen 

· Facts About Colors and Symbols On Flag

· 5 Interesting Facts About Country Chosen

9. Meet all deadlines and proposed ideas on    

     your IDEA form.
